Abstract. The region's past together with the
historical memory of the people inhabiting it,
undoubtedly carries lessons for the present and
the future, both for the British state in particular,
and for the rest of Europe as a whole. Studying
the issues of historical memory helps to rethink
the mechanisms of the formation of historical
consciousness. It is also important when
studying the role of various social strata in this
process, which can include both professional
historians and politicians, ‘decision makers’ —
people on whom decision-making process
depends to one degree or another. Among the set
of functions that historical knowledge performs,
the most significant one can be singled out — an
attempt to "reconcile” the present and the past of
the people as a nation. In the light of the current
European agenda, a change in ideas about the
status of historical memory and a searching of
approaches to understanding the issues raised by
the regionalization processes require a new look
at the process of interaction between these
spheres of public life. This article examines the
issues of Scottish historical memory in the
context of regionalization processes in Europe:
what in this case is the history of Scotland —
rather a common European tradition or a
particular British case? Is it possible to look at
the problem differently when both paths are not
mutually exclusive?

Introduction

The prospect and nature of the relationship between Scotland and the European Union have
been re-placed on the political agenda in connection with the referendum on UK membership in the
European Union (EU). The political fiasco of Brexit in Scotland, when 1 million 660 people voted
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for staying, and 1 million 018 people voted to leave [5], contributed to the development of a
discussion on the historical experience of Scotland and the European Union, Scottish historical
memory and its role in the context of the development of such a phenomenon as European
regionalism.

Materials and methods of research

Object of research is the processes of development and transformation of the Scottish society
in their socio-cultural and political context; the subject of research is Scottish historical memory and
the process of European regionalism in particularly.

Aim of the research — learning the features of the regionalism prosesses in Scotland,
according to its national tradition.

Chronological frames of the article cover modern times, although with some flashbacks to the
past of the region.

To achieve this aim, general scientific research methods were used, such as: description,
analysis, comparative-comparative method; and also used special methods of historical research: the
historical-comparative method and the cultural-semiotic approach.

Results and the discussion

In particular, M. Russell, a member of the Scottish Parliament and a former supporter of the
Scottish National Party, noted that the Scots considered themselves Europeans, and accordingly,
their region — part of the common European space, long before the UK ratified its membership in
the EU. The politician cites a number of historical facts about the point interaction between the
region and the mainland in various fields — from economics to education. Accordingly, Russell
concludes that the people of Scotland have determined their choice by voting according to an
established historical tradition [14].

The pro-European views of M. Russell were supported by the Sunday Herald newspaper
published in Glasgow: the editors focused on the historical identity of the Scots, which, in their
opinion, largely depends not only on the national character and historical memory, but also on the
degree of their influence on their European neighbors through a common history of commercial
interactions, intellectual and cultural exchange — that is, the external relations of regions of Europe
[15].

The question raised by both the politician and the editors is relevant: the question of whether
the history of Scotland and Scottish national memory are more of a common European tradition, a
particular British case, or both paths are not mutually exclusive — still remains of current interest
among the academic community. Moreover, what lessons can the Scottish past carry, together with
it the historical memory, for the Scottish future, as well as for the future of a united Europe in the
context of the development of regionalization processes?

Recently, the internal situation in the EU has been characterized by the growth of political
regionalism: an increase in regional activity has been noted in Italy, Spain, Belgium and the UK
[13]. It is noteworthy that work on this issue is being carried out on several levels at once: at the
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national level, the governments of all countries prefer to respond to these challenges in a fairly
uniform manner, namely, to pursue a policy aimed at stabilization, expansion, but, in general, a
balanced composition of internal political representation. Most of them chose to delegate authority
from the center to the regional authorities [11].

At the supranational level, the EU increasingly includes a regional dimension in the process of
shaping and developing its policy guidelines: the establishment in 1994 of the Committee of the
Regions and the expansion of the powers of the EU funds for regional policy and European
structural funds have created new links between the EU and the regions within its member states.

The historical similarity between Scotland and Europe becomes especially evident when we
draw a parallel with the region's southern neighbors, the British. For example, this applies to the
spiritual sphere: the complete subordination of the church to the authority of the state in England,
and “Calvinism of the Geneva type” — in Scotland. Also noticeable are the frequent references and
desire of the Scots to adopt the Scandinavian experience (both in everyday life and in the economic
one — for example, on oil issues), and the American one — from the British. At the same time,
English and Welsh legal systems are based on common law, Scottish law uses a civil code based on
Roman law.

Prior historical tradition viewed Scotland's history primarily within the framework of general
British history, which was largely aimed at illuminating the successful integration of the two states
after 1707. Touching upon the European context, the Scottish regional heritage is seen as an integral
part of building a common European space in the process of universal integration, and therefore the
idea of a common historical memory with the continent is gaining relevance again. It seems that the
choice between these two views of Scottish history is not entirely correct. It would be more accurate
to say that this or that historical tradition prevailed depending on the balance of power in the
political arena. Claims that Scotland is more “European” in character and history than England are
equally related to the shaping of modern Scottish identity as the basis for an independent nation-
state [12].

Traditional modernization theories are based on the idea that the development of such
processes as industrialization, urbanization, the development of education and the expansion of
communication contribute to the homogenization of Western European society [7]. This region was
not chosen by chance: it was the countries of the Western European region, as representatives of the
long-established statehood, that were assigned the role of the flagship engines of modern processes.

This region is also unique in that there is a simultaneous presence of two opposite trends —
integration (the formation of a single European community) and disintegration (regionalism).

At the beginning of this century, contrary to the forecasts of such modernization theories
about the irreversibility of the processes of homogenization of society, regionalism (in its various
forms) turned out to be one of the dominant trends. British society, as mature, stable and
dynamically developing, should have been an example of such homogeneity. But historically it
turned out that it was here that ethnic and interethnic contradictions again spread, which, along with
universal British nationalism and regionalism, testify to the weakening of the national state.
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Scientists note that regionalism in Western Europe at this time was the least expected process.
For example, K. Deutsch, one of the leading scholars in the field of European integration, a
sociologist and political scientist at Harvard University, considered the development of the ideas of
nationalism in the middle of the 20th century as not a promising vector of movement in the North
Atlantic region for the political activity of national groups [4; 9].

European regionalism develops under the influence of the historical memory of the territories,
in this case — Scotland. “Healthy” nationalism promotes state building, while sympathies for
supranational institutions weaken it, which can be noted in the example of Scotland, in which the
surge of nationalism in the 60—70s of the XXth century and at the beginning of the XXth century is
a sign of a crisis in the British state. The phenomenon of the so-called double identity is associated
with these processes: a large part of the population of Scotland defined themselves as both Scots
and British. Considering Scotland as a separate region (or nation), they considered England as a
separate region (or nation).

Scottish historical memory traditionally carries with it the idea that the British state did not
live up to its expectations. First of all, this is expressed in the fact that at the conclusion of the
Union in 1707, the Scots considered themselves as an equal partner, and not a region dependent on
London. Convinced that they were allied with England as an equal partner, the Scots intuitively
denied that they were being ruled by a richer and possibly stronger southern neighbor [3].

It is also indicative that, according to studies, over the past quarter century no European
country has become more centralized. At the same time, half of them, on the contrary, are
characterized by the decentralization of powers towards the regional level of government [6].
Moreover, it is worth noting that within the framework of the European Union itself, several types
of regionalism can be distinguished:

1) regionalism as devolution.

In the area of administrative powers, when European governments have delegated some of
their responsibilities to regional levels of government. And here the Scottish case is a classic
example: the establishment of its own parliament by the Scottish Act in 1998 and the first elections
in 1999. This phenomenon, in addition to obvious historical, political and other social policy and
practice [2], the system of state administration that developed after the war in the new realities is
not economically profitable and ineffective. Having resorted to devolution, the central government
has relinquished some of its everyday tasks, leaving the regions to independently determine the
vector of their development on private issues.

2) regionalism as federalism.

This, at first glance, is a completely contradictory property of regionalism — sometimes taking
federal features — serves as greater regional autonomy both within one state entity and in the
vastness of the common European space. An example is the governments of the federal states of
Germany or Austria, participating in the development of a common European policy not only on
administrative issues, but also at the foreign policy level.

3) regionalism as nationalism.

= :
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The classical understanding of a nation is a community of people based on a single historical
tradition and memory, culture, in most cases, language and religion matter. Very often, nations
develop within several states. This is the key moment of the interaction of European regionalism
and nationalism: since the EU consists of several member states, including many nations, the first
[regionalism] helps the second [nationalism] go beyond one state and develop at the interstate level.

Multilevel governance has led to the fact that regional entities began to exert an increasing
influence on decision-making in the EU; nation states, in turn, began to lose their monopoly in this
area.

In this light, the example of Scotland is particularly interesting. This is a region whose people,
following the path of European integration, have managed to maintain a commitment to the national
memory and historical tradition of their once independent state, while resisting centripetal
tendencies within the United Kingdom. Chronologically, Britain's accession to the European Union
coincided with the rise of nationalism in Scotland [8]. These two events took place in parallel and
were not dependent on each other. However, it seems obvious that joining the common European
space allowed the nationalists to feel a certain level of confidence: having achieved the status of
autonomy within the UK, they would nevertheless continue to receive support from Brussels. The
rise of nationalism in the late 1960s and early 1970s, which ended in the 1979 referendum, laid the
foundation for the subsequent modernization in the constitutional order of the entire British state in
the long term: the establishment of parliament in accordance with the 1998 Scottish Act and
subsequent elections to it in 1999. The division of responsibilities took place in such a way that the
competence the regional parliament was assigned a number of issues such as health, education,
legislation, agriculture, while matters relating to foreign policy remained the prerogative of
Westminster. Thus, it is obvious that the interaction of the region with the EU was extremely
difficult without the participation of London: the British government tightly controlled the conduct
of European politics and the degree of independence of the Scottish executive power in these
processes [10].

As the European Union began to interact with its territories through the implementation of
regional projects, the influence of territorial authorities increased. Along with other states, Scotland
is represented in the European Union through a number of formal and informal institutions. First of
all, the EU interacts with the regions through legislation. However, it is worth considering the fact
that as long as countries, and not regions, are members of the European Union, then the interaction
between them will take place at the supranational level.

Conclusion
Historically, Scotland is a region characterized by the presence of powerful and influential
regional authorities (for example, Strathclyde), which also influences the nature of relations with
the European Union.
Scotland is also characterized by the presence of traditional devolutionary tendencies aimed at
making localized decisions. The question of the complete independence of the territory from the
UK is still open and it is assumed that its status is unlikely to be changed over the next decade.
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However, the analysis of the historical experience of Scotland, as well as devolutionary tendencies
of the XX — early XXI century suggests that it is the regional interaction in the European Union that
is of paramount importance for the region, since it is within its framework that small countries are
given the opportunity to be “heard”. This applies to both the political and economic spheres — for
example, the adoption of a single currency would ensure closer interaction in the future of an
independent region with one of the most powerful economies in the world.

Being subject to transformation, national consciousness, along with the historical memory of
the people, contributes to changes in national thinking: a nation as a spiritual community, united by
the unity of the past and its symbols, culture, and not needing independent political institutions,
came to be replaced by a political nation, putting forward demands for political independence [1].

Even if Scotland does not receive the status of an independent state within the next decade, in
search of explanations for many of the problems faced by Scottish society in a rapidly changing
world, and attempts to find its own place in it, to define its identity along with the presence of a
conflict of “native” and “imported” from a political point of view, support from the European Union
will continue to be of a strategic nature, since the stronger the ties between the EU regions, the
weaker the authority of the central government within the nation state [1].

Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis
of V. V. Grigoriev's views on Russian policy in
the Kazakh Hordes. The interrelations with the
Central Asia was not the primary one in the
foreign policy of the Russian Empire in the
18th first half of the 19th centuries.
Therefore, the central authorities entrusted
managing the Kazakhs to the Orenburg
governor and the Orenburg border commission.
The Orenburg and Omsk officials not only
implemented Russian policy in this region, but
also exerted a strong influence on its formation
and took part in the development of the most
normative acts in the Steppe management.
Therefore, the views of local officials are of
interest for understanding the Central Asian
policy of the Russian Empire, the peculiarities
of relations with the Kazakhs and their
management. V.V. Grigoriev, who held the
important post of chairman of the Orenburg
Border Commission, preferred to declare his
position in the form of letters from the
imaginary Kazakh sultan Mendali Piraliev,
because thus as we can assume his ideas got
more weight and he could have felt free in
describing the policy of the Russian authorities
in the Kazakh Hordes. This policy, according
to V.V. Grigoriev, was erroneous, because it
did not take into account the mentality of an
Eastern person and was based not on justice,
but on “excessive indulgence”. That is why the
Russian administration could not cope even
with the attacks of the Kazakhs on Russian
villages and the border line that had been
erected to separate the Kazakhs after their
taking citizenship. V.V. Grigoriev, who headed
the Orenburg border commission in the 50s and
early 60s. XIX century, the period of the
Kazakh steppe future fate determination,
perhaps expected to strengthen the positions of
supporters of the incorporation of Kazakhs into
the general imperial political and legal space by
publishing his polemical “Letters”.

Abstract. The article is devoted to international
security problems in the Second Austrian
Republic in the 1960s and 1970s. The aim is to
consider the policy of neutral Austria, which
was an active struggle for the preservation and
strengthening of peace in the international arena
and not “flight to isolation”. The topic's
relevance lies in the fact that Austria's leading
interests during the period under review were to
ensure that all European problems were resolved
peacefully and, therefore, nuclear weapons were
not placed near its borders. It has been very
active in the international arena, based primarily
on its own interests, and has supported the
solution of such problems as ensuring European
security and disarmament. The study is based on
the Austrian Government's materials containing
resolutions on the cessation of nuclear weapons
testing. Awustrian politicians recognized the
importance of a peaceful solution to this
problem. The author pays special attention to the
German question. His decision was of great
importance for Austria since the country's vital
interests demanded that a new hotbed of danger
should not arise on its borders in the center of
Europe. Until 1966, the Austrian Government
had not expressed its attitude to ensuring
European security while referencing the
country's neutrality. In conclusion, it is noted
that Austria, as a neutral country, could not be
isolated from the initiatives of the socialist camp
countries on security and cooperation at the Pan-
European conference in connection with the
emerging trends in the second half of the 1960s
to defuse tensions.

URBAN REALM AND TEMPLE CONSTRUCTION OF THE RUSSIAN
ORTHODOX CHURCH ON THE CUSP OF 19TH AND 20TH CENTURIES
(BASED ON PHOTOGRAPHIC DOCUMENTS OF KOSTANAY CITY)

Abstract. The article is devoted to
considering “church construction” on the
territory of Kostanay city, which broadly
speaking includes building of churches,
church government, and administrative
organization. The investigations have led to a
conclusion that the main factors contributing
to soaring church construction in rapidly
growing Kostanay city on the cusp of 19"
and 20" centuries were active migration
processes resulting in  movement of
significant number of orthodox people from
European part of Russia, as well as
development of missionary activities among
native population. On the basis of
photographic documents, the authors have
characterized orthodox temple architecture,
as well as subdivided churches according to
“Institutional principle”, composition and
spatial dynamics, and style of space-planning
decisions. It was found that a greater number
of churches in Kostanay were the parish
ones, prayer halls of temples had a single or
five-domed top, the following architectural
styles were distinguished in the temple
construction: eclecticism, elements and
techniques of provincial Baroque and
classicism, national Russian style combined
with the techniques of the “brick” style.
Within church construction, the government
was tasked with  designing living
environment in general, rather than religious
buildings. The urban realm balanced all
aspects of confessional life, included its
physical, functional_ pragmatic, social, as
well as emotional and artistic parameters.
After Orthodox temples were built and given
certain functions, there were changes in the
social structure of the society, the parish was
growing, the number of priests was
increasing, which led to changes in the urban
realm. The environment is connected with

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the main elements of the urban system,
having stability and variability, respectively,
which resulted in a set of individual and
collective creative acts. The Russian
Orthodox Church had a great influence on
education and the moral state of urban
dwellers. A network of parochial schools
was formed at each church and each temple.
Such schools pursued not only educational,
but also missionary goals.

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Introduction
Evolution of the environment is an irreversible phenomenon in historical cities with

architectural monuments of different periods. A small settlement of Kostanay has grown up into a
large commercial and industrial regional center, which is a bearer of the multinational culture. The
modern urban environment reflects historical, socio-economic, political, and cultural traditions
characteristic of this region, which has been developing over several centuries.

At the present stage, in the Kazakhstani society, as well as worldwide, formation of a
harmonious urban environment and adaptation of historical and architectural heritage to the modern
requirements of life have become of utmost importance. The modern construction boom in
Kazakhstan has set the task of designing not so much separate buildings, but the environment as a
whole, harmoniously linking all its physical, functional, pragmatic, emotional, and artistic
parameters.

In search of reference points for this construction, it was expectedly turned to pre-
revolutionary history, history of religion and temple architecture. It has paved the way for the
process of returning the lost values, i.e. restoration of the destroyed churches, reconstruction and
transfer to religious organizations of the preserved ones, as well as construction of new temples of
various religious affiliations. After gaining independence, Kazakhstan has begun construction of
both Muslim and other religious temples, including Orthodox ones, since after Islam, Orthodoxy is
the second largest religion in the Republic.

The work is aimed to specify factors and peculiarities of church construction in Kostanay city
and its impact on the development of urban environment, as well as to identify and to analyze the
principal patterns and typological features of the architectural and planning organization of
Orthodox churches.
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The research methods include use of pre-revolutionary and contemporary literary sources,
periodicals and research works related to this topic, as well as collection and processing of project
and photographic documents, graphic materials, archive and museum funds. The topic is an
interdisciplinary one; therefore, the methods of related fields have been applied in investigating it,
i.e. environmental approach, architectural analysis, historical, typological, and comparative, etc.

Historiography. The topic is of interdisciplinary nature. Material life of a city is investigated
in many sciences. The same concerns its spiritual life and its certain aspects.

Taking into account multidimensional and ambivalent character of urban realm phenomenon,
the authors have considered works of philosophers, sociologists, cultural experts M. Weber, U. Eco,
F. Brodel [1].

A great assistance in defining architectural forms and styles was rendered by research of
Russian architects. For example, Ye.A. Feoktistova considers the evolution of the city-planning
culture of Kazakhstan [2], Z.VV. Popova studies Orthodox architecture [3], and P.V. Mikhnova
investigates the urban realm and the architectural and artistic system of historical cities of North-
Eastern Kazakhstan [4]. The research of Archpriest Alexander Bertash and the collective work of
Ye.R. Voznyak, V.S. Goryunov, S.V. Sementsov are also of certain interest [5].

In Kazakhstan, articles devoted to peculiarities of formation of urban space in the Modern
Age are gradually appearing. Using the example of the cities of Semipalatinsk and Ust-
Kamenogorsk, G.A. Sarsembayeva conducts an analysis of ethnic and social evolutions in the
structure of the urban population, shows the transformation of the urban image [6].

G.A. Alpyspaeva, Sh.N. Sayakhimova investigate the role of merchants in the development of
the city of Akmolinsk, including their contribution to the construction of religious buildings in the
provincial city [7].

An important and unique sources of information are local history literature, literature
dedicated to the history of the city of Kostanay. It is necessary to mention here the research of
Kostanay historians 1.K. Ternovoy, Ya.K. Dukhin, and others, who wrote both collective
anthologies, fundamental monographs, and individual articles in local newspapers and journals [8].

Changes in the ethnic confessional structure of the population of the Kostanay region. In
the second half of the 19" - early 20" centuries, land relations in the European part of Russia
became strained, and the tsarist government, in a bid to preserve the landlord property rights in the
central part, made an attempt to sort out agrarian conflicts by state incentives for resettling peasants
from the populated south-western and central provinces to the remote south-eastern areas of the
Empire. As a result, the ethnic characteristics of Kazakhstan was radically changed, there was a
dramatic spike in proportion of the Slavic component, and hence, there were changes in the
confessional structure towards increase in the number of the Orthodox population.

The growth of the Orthodox Faithful was recorded in the annual statistical reports. Between
1900 to 1911, there was a progressive growth of the Orthodox population, especially in Kostanay
uyezd. In 1899, 18431 Orthodox Christians lived here; in 1911, their number made 147527 people.
In Kostanay city in 1899 there were 14445 Orthodox Christians, in 1911 this number doubled to
22,596 people [9]. Let us consider the confessional structure of the population in accordance with
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the First General Population Census of the Russian Empire in 1897 in a more detailed way. For
instance, the census survey demonstrated that the proportion of Orthodox Christians in the Turgay
region was 8.2% of the total population. For example, there were 170 Old Believers and dissenters,
of whom the majority lived in Kostanay uyezd [10].

Organization of administering Orthodox parishes. These processes determined
institutional structuration of Russian Orthodox Church on the territory of Turgay region. The
second half of 19" century gave the start to mass construction of Orthodox churches. In 1869, in
Moscow a special organization — “Missionary Society” as well as missionary camps and posts were
founded to carry out the task of “Christian education of the native population”. By a special
government decree, it was proposed to punish people convicted of propagating unorthodoxy among
the Orthodox with imprisonment in the fortress. However, adoption of Orthodoxy by the
Unorthodox was given the utmost encouragement. The government demanded that its
representatives on the ground systematically inform on the situation with faith in the province and
the measures taken to bolster the influence of Orthodoxy.

The territory of the modern Kostanay region was governed by the Orenburg Diocese, which
was established in 1799. Before the Orenburg Diocese was formed, the territories that made it up
had been under jurisdiction of the Kazan and Tobolsk Dioceses. In 1859, the Holy Synod formed
two independent dioceses — Ufa and Orenburg-Ural ones. Due to active migration wave of the late
19" — early 20" centuries, the government of the diocese was made to establish two vicariates — in
Uralsk and Chelyabinsk. September 10, 1908, the Chelyabinsk Vicariate was formed by the decree
of the Holy Synod. November 13, 1914, within the Orenburg Diocese, a second vicariate — the
Kostanay one — was established.

Findings. Due to the large influx of back-settlers, the number of churches and parishes in
Kazakhstan more than doubled. After having arrived in the northern regions and halfway got settled
in their houses, the immigrants immediately raised the question of building a parish church for
them. Since the very beginning, they paid attention to the distance from the church, for they used to
live near churches when being in Russia, and therefore, a long distance from the church was highly
undesirable for them.

From 1859 to 1915, the number of churches in the Orenburg Diocese increased almost
fourfold. Almost all the churches in the Orenburg governorate were built at private expense. For
construction and decoration of churches and monasteries, the Synod and consistories allowed
fundraising in the province or in the country.

The first project of the Russian Orthodox Church in the territory of Kostanay city was a
wooden chapel in the name of Nikolay Chudotvorets. Pavel Podbelsky was appointed the first
priest, who was sent to Troitsk city constructed in the Kostanay tract from the Grado-Troitskiy
Cathedral [11, p. 50]. However, he paid flying visits to Kostanay, and the priest Vasily Gilyarov,
whose name is associated with many charitable events in the city, permanently ministered at the
chapel built [12, p. 160]. In an archival document dated 1882 it is indicated that when designing the
chapel, a special place was already allocated for the construction of the church [11, p. 50].
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The very first Orthodox church in Kostanay was the small Nikolsk Church, which was
located in the center of the city (the territory of the modern Central Park). Due to the rapid growth
of the city and increase in the population, one church could not cater to all the religious needs of the
townspeople. Therefore, in 1886, it was decided to build a new, more spacious church.

In 1887, the wooden Michael the Archangel Church was founded, which was decided to be
built on the outskirts, between the town and Konstantinovich village (territory of the modern
Central market). The new church was built two years later on donations raised in the amount of 13
000 rubles thanks to the collections of both residents of the city and representatives of all regions of
the Empire. For beauty and popularity among the prominent citizens of the Archistratigus Michael’s
Church was called the “merchant” one.

At that time, drunkenness was a social problem of paramount importance to the urban
population. Both the city authorities and the Orthodox clergy were worried about this. Thus, the city
judges petitioned the city Duma to take the most drastic measures against drunkenness, as well as
for making drunk people undergo appropriate punishment [13, pp. 17-18]. At the beginning of the
20™ century, the activities of religious organizations under the Michael Archangel Church were of
particular importance. The largest of them was the Kostanay Temperance Association, which was
engaged in educational and religious propaganda [14, p. 44].

The historical photo of Michael Archangel Church, preserved in the Kostanay Regional
Museum of Local History, as well as the project plan of the Church, found in the Central State
Museum of Kazakhstan enable to characterize its style, and architectural features.

The wooden church named after Archangel Michael had a size of 19 x 18 meters (or 9 x 8.5
sazhens) and was built without a single nail. The church was a unique object of the tent style in
architecture. The tent style is an architectural design in the form of a multi-faceted pyramid
completing the structure. The tent design in Russian architecture replaced the domes in wooden
construction. In wooden buildings, unlike the stone ones, it is extremely difficult to convey the
shape of the dome, the design of the tent is much simpler. It was the tents that gave the buildings a

magnificent pillar-like silhouette. Thus, the wooden temples displayed for the world in the form of a
huge pointed wooden cone

The life of an Orthodox church is a continuous process of development and changes. One
cannot consider a temple as a completed project, for it is developing and living together with the
community. Creating a new church begins with the allocation of the community of the future parish,
which is able to raise money for construction of the church and support the parish and the church
itself in the future. After construction of the church is completed, chapels, a bell tower, parish
houses, a church school, etc. are gradually appearing around it. From a small church, large
cathedrals may grow. So, near the small wooden Nikolsk Church, the majestic stone Nikolsk
Cathedral was built in the late 19" century.

The first mention of the intention to build a cathedral in Kostanay dates back to 1883, when,
in response to the petition of its residents, the Ministry of Internal Affairs informed the military
governor of the Turgay region that “The Emperor, for humbly the report of the Minister of Internal
Affairs on the 10" day of November, has most graciously deigned to launch throughout the Empire
voluntary donations for the construction in the newly founded Kostanay town area, at the Tobol
river of a Cathedral in the name of St. Nicholas, according to the plan blessed by the Bishop of
Orenburg and Ural” [16, p. 6].

The idea of building a temple was primarily determined by missionary goals. It can be
confirmed by the circular of the military governor: “Construction of an Orthodox church among the
Kazakh population will help win over their opinion in favour of the religion that this church will
represent and, thus, will provide a significant service to missionary activity in the region, and will
facilitate the most important Russian task in the region — involving Kazakhs-Mohammedans into
Russian Christian citizenship” [17, pp. 302-303].

People started with some small donations, which became more regular and considerable since
1894, when an appeal to the residents of the Russian Empire was published on behalf of the
specially founded “Committee for the Construction of the Cathedral Church” (headed by Archpriest
P. Podbelsky). The whole country, even its most remote areas, took up the call. So, in spring of
1898, from the inhabitants of the Amur region, the committee received 831 rubles 24 kopecks — not
a small amount of money for that time. June 6, 1898, the cathedral church was dedicated before a
vast assembly [16, p. 6]. It was written in “Turgayskaya Gazeta”: “Every now and again, there were
crowds of curious people appearing in the streets. A lot of people flocked together from the
surrounding rural areas.” The consecration was performed by Bishop Vladimir of Orenburg and
Ural, witnessed by the military governor of the Turgay region, Ya.F. Barabash [17, p. 303].

Nikolsk Cathedral is a massive construction, the highest building in the town at that time. Its
volumes and structure demonstrated the skill and experience of designers and builders. However,
the name of the architect has not been found in the sources. But, there is information that Pavel
Dmitriyevich Korin, a young student and successor of the famous artist M.V. Nesterov, was invited
to paint the temple. Coming from the generation of icon painters of Palekh, he later became famous
as the author of the grandiose idea of the painting “Rus Ukhodyaschaya” [12, p. 163].

Voluminosity of the planning solution influenced the overall verticality of the temple with the
tent-shaped tops of the “bell tower” and the octagonal drum above the prayer hall, at the corners of
which further four smaller decorative cupolas were installed. The building of Nikolsk Cathedral
with a repressed, but expressive decoration also speaks for the knowledge and experience gained —
this is one of the most valuable, but lost religious buildings in Kostanay.

Nikolskiy Cathedral was meant to play a great role not only in formation and dissemination of
the ideas of Orthodoxy in the region, but also in becoming a center of enlightenment and charitable
initiatives, especially revealing itself in the organization of all kinds of assistance to population in
distress.

In addition to parochial schools, as far back as 1884, foundation of primary male (for 30 boys)
and female (for 20 girls) parochial colleges was initiated in the city [11, pp. 64-65, 68-69].

Since 1888, a single-class college opened in the city, where A. Kilyachkov, a graduate of the
Kazan Teachers’ Seminary, taught. In 1890, a church-school building was constructed, where 120
children, including students of a single-class college, began to study.

In 1891, the Society for the Care of Primary Education was established. City dwellers had an
access to books by purchasing them in shops, and mainly through a free folk reading room, founded
in 1892 at the church-school. By the early 20" century, there were about two thousand volumes in
this reading room. Here one had an opportunity to read their favourite book or to take it home for a
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while. The reading room worked under the supervision of teachers A. Kilyachkov and O.
Kilyachkova [19].

In 1905, a charitable society was founded, aiming to help the poorest social ranks. Members
of the society accepted donations, organized charity performances, lotteries, attended hospitals,
distributed festive gifts in the orphanage, to students in need, arranged free lunches for the hungry
and the restless [19, p. 138].

With the growth of the parish, the temple continued to increase, having reached its maximum
size, which resulted in difficulties with performing its functions of the parish church. At this or at
the previous stages, a new parish was separated from the parish and decided to build a new church.
Therefore, on the cusp of the centuries, there was a need for building another temple. The
Constantino-Yeleninsk Church of Kostanay was built in 1900, and consecrated May 21, 1901 by
Archbishop Makariy (Orenburg).

From the second half of the 19" century in Russia and in the Urals a growth of monasteries
was in evidence, and the female monastic community significantly exceeded the number of their
brethren. In 1915, there were 9 female monasteries and communities of the Orenburg Diocese out
of 14; in 1913, there were 112 men who were monks and novices, and 1880 women. All the
communities of monks of the Russian remote areas were entrusted, first of all, a missionary role,
but there were monastic communities emerging “from below” [20, p. 20].

The rapid increase in the number of female monasteries can be explained by the following.
First of all, the quality of colonization processes became different in the locations with migration
flows settled. Secondly, there was a change of the demographic structure of the region’s population
in gender. And, thirdly, women were characterized by a higher social vulnerability compared to the
men. As a result of the changed gender and age structure of the population, monasteries began to
attract widows, spinsters, orphans, disabled people and other women who had fallen out of the
traditional social bondings, mutual dependence relations, and failed to find an individual niche
within the worldly life [21].

So, in Kostanay, simple peasant girls showed themselves willing to establish a house of
prayer. Ya. K. Dukhin describes history of forming the monastery as follows: “In 1890, Right
Reverend Makariy visited Kostanay. The high church rank took the concerns and needs of the nuns
to heart and gave them a promise: ‘Everything that only depends on me, and more than that, I will
do to you.” Makariy’s support was of paramount importance, and his efforts were ensued by the
decree of the Holy Synod on the official foundation of the female community in Kostanay in 1894.
Much later, in 1907, it was transformed into a monastery. The name was given to it in honor of the
Iveron Icon of the Mother of God. By the way, on the territory of the Orenburg Diocese in those
years there were only two monasteries: one of them in Kostanay, the other one in Uralsk — for men
[22, p. 6].

In 1892, 25 elderly women and 3 children lived in the community, who made their living
mainly by arable farming. To make this community consolidate and create, the city deputies
decreed to allocate to the female community six dessiatines of land for a farmstead and for arable
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farming from the general city allotment of 250 dessiatines of state-owned land near the former
hibernating area of Sultan Seydalin, from the border of the state horse breeding [11, pp. 107-109].

The first Mother Superior was Ye. Borodina (Hegumeness Anna), in 1915 Hegumeness
Raphaila took over from her. In the “Overview of the Turgay Region” for 1899, it was reported
about 144 “nuns” of the monastery. Secretary of the Orenburg Ecclesiastical Consistory Kh.
Goverdovsky informed of 27 nuns and 132 novices in 1916. There was a parochial school and an
orphanage for orphaned girls at the monsatery” [22, p. 6]. On the territory of the monastery, there
were two churches: one of them — in the name of the Holy Trinity, and the other one — in the name
of Nicholas of Myra [23].

Conclusions. In this way, we could describe “church construction” on the territory of
Kostanay city, the notion, which broadly speaking includes building of churches, church
government, and administrative organization.

Thus, we can sum it up as follows:

— The active migration policy of the Russian Empire on the territory of Kazakhstan, especially
in its northern regions, as well as the change in the Government's attitude to Islam having resulted
in various measures of its containment, contributed to the fact that in the late 19" — early 20™
centuries, Orthodoxy in Kazakhstan became widespread.

— The closest reasons for the establishment of dioceses were the following: this region
contained within its borders a large foreign and non-Orthodox element, which at that time exceeded
the number of the Orthodox population, which could have a bad effect on their religious feelings. At
the same time, it was the presence of such an environment that predetermined the development of
missionary work in the region.

— The migration of the population constantly updated the church construction. The
immigrants, being bearers of the socio-cultural experience of the former homeland, took over the
features of the new places of life. The vast majority of churches were built with funds raised by
parishioners.
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— According to the pre-revolutionary tradition, all Orthodox churches can be divided
according to the “departmental principle”, i.e. according to who they are owned by. There are
monastic temples, farmsteads, parishes, cemetery emples, house churches, court churches, churches
attached to state institutions, educational institutions, military departments, charitable and spiritual-
educational societies, etc. Churches, depending on their affiliation, have their own characteristics in
the internal and especially external solution of the building. This is due to the significant features in
the functioning of various types of churches. Thus, in the city of Kostanay there was a cathedral, a
Refectory church and a monastic Orthodox temple in honor of the Iveron Icon of the Mother of God
at the Kustanay female community, a cemetery church, while the rest of the city churches were
parochial ones.

— From the compositional and spatial perspective, the investigated churches have: one-
(Constantino-Yeleninsk, Cemetery, etc.) or five-domed tops over the prayer hall (Nikolsk Cathedral
and Michael Archangel Church); the main drum is covered with a dome (Nikolsk Cathedral) or a
tent (Michael Archangel, Constantino-Yeleninsk, etc.); the bell tower is covered with a tent in all
churches.

— The following styles are discernible in the temple architecture of Kostanay: provincial
Baroque expressed in the use of individual expressive techniques, and along with an eclectic
combination of classicism elements, motifs of national Russian style are used in combination with
the techniques of the “brick” style.

— Construction of Orthodox temples led to irreversible positive changes in urban life. The
Russian Orthodox Church had a great influence on all spheres, first and foremost, on education.
Parochial schools and colleges were founded, and reading rooms were built at them. One of the
important moral and educational functions of the church was considered to be battle against
drunkenness and assistance to the penitentiary system.

Abstract. Much of S.F. Platonov's organizational
work remains unknown. The revealed archival
materials in his personal fund allow us to expand
our understanding of his personal interest in
providing the students of the Women's
Pedagogical Institute, where he was the director,
with the best scientific literature. The director's
hand-drawn rough sketches provide an insight
into the extent of his collaboration and informal
relationships with his female students. The office
materials introduced into scientific circulation for
the first time give an idea of the unknown side of
the activity of B.V. Klyuchevsky — the son of the
great historian. In historiography, the opinion has
been established that he mainly performed the
duties of secretary to his father. The researchers '
interest in the tragic fate of the only child of
V.0. Klyuchevsky began to manifest itself
recently. He was not spared the fate of a prisoner
exiled to Kazakhstan. Previously unknown, his
work in the warehouse of V.O. Klyuchevsky's
printed products allows him to open a new page
of his studies. Despite a certain dryness of office
materials (receipts of postal orders, forms,
invoices), they in this case allow us to analyze the
functioning of the warehouse for the distribution
of V.O. Klyuchevsky's works, to find out the
scale of trade. Some inaccuracies established in
historiography concerning the facts from the life
of S.F. Platonov and B.V. Klyuchevsky are

Abstract. The article deals with the contributions
of servants and clerks of Western Siberia in the
second half of the XVII — early XVIII centuries
based on the materials of two contribution books of
the Dalmatov Assumption Monastery. These books
were described and preserved by V.P. Biryukov and
introduced into  scientific  circulation by
I.L. Mankova. The purpose of the article is to
analyze the contributions of service corporations, as
well as to determine their number among the
population of the region. Based on the analysis, the
table lists the main categories of the military and
military population of the region and their families.
A total of 126 entries were recorded, out of more
than 1300 contributors. The article traces the fate of
the noble and non-noble representatives of these
social groups and their role in the development of
Western Siberia. The article also examines the
military and political processes that took place in
the Moscow state and were reflected in the
contributions of this population group. The article
deals with the service of the boyar children in
Siberia, the dragoon reform of the Tobolsk voivode
P. I. Godunov, the role of the Slobodchiks and the
White Local Cossacks in consolidating the region
as part of the state. In addition to these categories,
among the contributions of service people are
mentioned collars, gyrfalcon pomykalschiki,
coachmen, blacksmiths and others. The article also
shows the social changes that took place within the
service population of the region.

Abstract. The reforms of Peter | became the basis
for the gradual restructuring of all the military
forces of Siberia. The main role in the Russian
military cavalry of the Peter's era was played by
dragoons. Under Peter |, dragoon regiments were
the only type of Russian regular cavalry. In the field
army, Peter | ordered the formation of 34 dragoon
regiments. In addition, garrison dragoon regiments
were formed in the province in the strategically
important cities of Azov, Astrakhan, Kazan, and
Tobolsk. In the 30-50s of the XVIII century, the
number of field dragoon regiments of the Russian
Empire decreased to 20. In 1744, 3 field dragoon
regiments Olonetsky, Vologda and Lutsk, and 2
field infantry regiments Shirvan and Nasheburg
were sent to Siberia to protect the region from the
Dzungars. By the decree of the Senate of September
29, 1744, all the Russian troops of Siberia were
subordinated to the chief commander of the
Siberian Corps, who was subordinate to the
Military ~ College. = Major-General  Christian
Kinderman was appointed the main commander in
Siberia. In March 1756, the Russian army consisted
of 3 cuirassiers, 29 dragoons, and 46 infantry
regiments, totaling 78 army regiments, with
172,440 men. As a result, during the Seven Years '
War, the number of field dragoon units in Russia
decreased by 3 times and by 1763 was only 7
regiments. As a result, if in 1754 the dragoons were
36,627 people (92.6 %), then by 1767 there were
only 4,802 people (12.8%) from the Russian
cavalry in their ranks.

Abstract. Merchants as the main subject of the
business world of the Russian state in the last
quarter of the 18th — first part of the 19th
centuries. was distinguished by ambiguity: on the
one hand, its social status corresponded to
national legislation, on the other hand, it was
distinguished by regional characteristics. The
subject of the research is the social gradation and
the identification of the leading group of the
merchant class of the Tobolsk province in the last
quarter of the 18th — first part of the 19th
centuries: determining the principles of its
separation and existence. The purpose of the
article is to highlight the features of the group of
hereditary merchants as the leading sub-class of
the Tobolsk province (last quarter of the 18th —
first quarter of the 19th centuries) Methods. In
preparing this work, we developed a research
algorithm, which consisted in determining the
total number of the merchant class of the Tobolsk
province (610 separate surnames), which were
divided using the historical-comparative method
and the modeling method into separate social
subgroups. Results: the research illustrates the
heterogeneity of the guild merchants of the cities
of the Tobolsk province in the last quarter of the
18th — first part of the 19th centuries. as a
participant in the business world of Western
Siberia. Conclusions: There is traced the
dependence of the social status of the merchant
not so much on the size of the capital, but on the
length of stay in the hereditary merchant. The
Siberian merchant was distinguished in many
ways by his isolation and practicality during his
stay in the guild organization. At the same time,
representatives of the leading sub-class preferred
transit trade on the border with China or at all-
Russian fairs. In this case, the merchant must be
known both in his hometown and abroad for his
commercial and social activities. Considering that
the capital belonged to a merchant family,
therefore, its members were distributed among
various fields of activity. Thus, the trading class

Abstract. The article, based on a wide range of
historical sources, examines the key events
associated with changes in the coverage of the
Nazi regime by Soviet propaganda bodies in
connection with the signing of the Soviet-German
treaties: on non-aggression (August 1939), on
friendship and the border (September 1939 g.). It
is noted that both sides tried to find common
ground on a number of secondary, "peripheral”
issues, that the turn in Soviet propaganda, which
began in August 1939, gave an impetus to create a
positive cultural image of the former enemy.
However, for reasons, primarily of an ideological
nature, it was not possible to fully use the expected
advantages from this political rapprochement in
order to develop cultural ties. The reasons for the
unsuccessful attempt at “cultural rapprochement”
between the Soviet Union and the Third Reich are
analyzed. It points to the attempts of the Soviet
leadership to study the experience of propaganda
work in Germany with a view to further use. It is
noted that, starting in the summer of 1940, in the
conditions of a gradual deterioration in Soviet-
German relations, the nature of the activities of
propaganda structures is gradually changing.
Increasingly, criticism of the Nazi regime is
voiced in a veiled form. It is shown that in May —
June 1941, a new anti-Nazi turn in Soviet
propaganda took place. It is concluded that if
during the warming of relations with Germany in
Soviet propaganda the class paradigm was
temporarily replaced by a national or cultural-
historical one, then the political and ideological
campaign that unfolded in May-June 1941 had a
clearly anti-German and anti-Nazi character.
